. Approve the Change Orders and Final Payments for the items listed in memos “a” through “c”:

a. Change Order #2 and Final Payment for Contract #EN-00250-03-07 for roadway and
miscellaneous repairs between MP A31.34 and MP A130.64 with New Enterprise Stone &
Lime Co., Inc., for a decrease of $23,532.06 to reflect the actual cost of the completed work
authorizations; for a final contract value of $4,776,467.94 and final amount due to the
contractor of $42,084.51;

b. Change Order #11 for Contract #T-355.00P001-3-13 for construction of the 1-95/1-276
Interchange project, Section D10, with PKF-Mark lll, Inc., for a decrease of $732,715.95 to
balance items to actual work completed, changes for barrier and guiderail, mix design,
topsoil, seeding, paving, drainage, traffic signal timing, stub pole, surveying, cross slope
transition, signage and a 25-day time extension for design changes; for a revised not-to-
exceed amount of $142,977,298.85;
